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IDF Ordinary Meeting
Pisa, 15th December 2006, Hotel Holiday Inn
The outgoing President opens the meeting at 10 h. a.m., at the second call. The following federations are present at the meeting: ITALY, HUNGARY, UKRAINE, ROUMANIA, SAN MARINO, POLAND, in representation of over 90% of the members. The outgoing President Mr. Furio Bologni is invited unanimously to act as chairman of the meeting. 
Mr. Bologni proposes as meeting secretary Mr. Franco Ventura and this is accepted with one consent.
The full validity of the meeting is thus assessed.

Mr. Bologni reads first a report about the work carried out in the last four years, including the list of the achieved targets, some considerations about unaccomplished programs and also about unscheduled adjustments made necessary on the way by contingent situations.

Based on such premises, the outgoing President then illustrates the next targets and the general guidelines which will constitute the basis of the work to be carried out by the new IDF Presidium over the next 4 years.

The subsequent discussion concerns the President’s evaluations as well as the proposals and outlined general guidelines for the next mandate. Apart some minor differences, the great majority of the suggestions are shared by the attending delegates with the invitation to proceed accordingly as quickly as possible.

The meeting is then adjourned for the lunch break and is resumed in the afternoon with the previous debate.

At the end of the discussion, the President is invited to illustrate and submit to the assembly the proposal of the new Presidium to be in charge for the next 4 years, with the relevant appointments and duties:

In addition, Mr. Bologni suggests to appoint Ms. AGATA URBANCZYK as assistant to the Presidium for the relations with member Federations, thus a permanent Presidium member.

· Strengthening of DANCE and DANCE SPORTS activities, development and promotion of ETHNICAL DANCE
· Evaluation of agreements and co-operations with other International Federations
· Prepare a recognition application to the IOC
· Set out a suitable financial plan
· Update the sub-branches regulations.

The President declares concluded the Assembly at 18.30 h. and invites the newly-elected Presidium to meet immediately thereafter.
